INTERCOLLEGIATE  ATHLETIC  ELIGIBILITY

NCAA Divisions II & III (full-time = 12 units) and NAIA (National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics) (full-time = 9 units):
Ten Semester Rule:  A student-athlete shall complete his or her four seasons of participation during the first 10 semesters or 15 quarters in which the student is enrolled in a collegiate institution in at least a minimum full-time program of studies, as determined by the regulations of that institution.
· A term is used when a student attends one day of classes.

· Easy to manipulate for academic, athletic, or medical reasons.
· Example:

· Full-time semester numbers are: 1, 2, et cetera

· “X” indicates a part-time semester

· “SS” indicates Summer School

California Community Colleges:  All NCAA and NAIA eligibility rules apply to the community college athlete for further competion.

CCC-COA (Commission on Athletics):

· Must be actively enrolled in 12 units to participate.
· 9 of the 12 units must be academic.

· Must complete 24 units between seasons with a 2.0 gpa.

· 18 of the 24 units must be academic.

· May compete in two seasons in the same sport.
