> Nominee must have nominated a student athlete for the
3C4A Academic Achievement Award within the last 3
years (student need not have won)

» Nominee must be an “active dues paying member” of the
3C4A (attendance at one conference per year minimum)

> Aletter of recommendation from the person nominating
the advisor/counselor must accompany the nomination
form.
